• Clause 17(1)(a) Food Business failed 
to maintain in the food premises easily 
accessible hand washing facilities. 
 

• Clause 17(1)(d)(i) Food Business 
failed to provide at or near each hand 
washing facility single use paper 
towels or other means of effectively 
drying hands that were not likely to 
transfer pathogenic micro-organisms to 
the hands. 
 

• Clause 19(1) Food Business not 
maintained to a standard of cleanliness 
where there was no accumulation of 
food waste, dirt and grease.
